The amount of each grant this year will range from $100 to $200 contingent on each individual project’s scope and depth which will be decided by the Tobacco Prevention Specialists.  Plan ahead as projects will need approval prior to proceeding with your activity.  If you feel that you should have heard back and haven’t, feel free to call Deb or Jane and inquire.  The Youth Mini Grant program will be held each quarter starting July 1, 2011.   If you are looking for ideas, we can help.  Many youth mini grants are tied to “Tobacco Days of Action” such as Red Ribbon Week, The Great American Smoke-Out, Through with Chew, or World No Tobacco Day.  
Eligible groups include but are not limited to school service organizations, local 4-H groups, AAU clubs, sports clubs or groups, community groups (library groups, etc.), classroom clubs (like Band, choir, or Spanish), and church or faith based youth groups.
